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Summery

This study discuss the planning of the first Islamic City, the city of the
prophet Mohamed peace and blessings of Allah be upon him. The
purpose of the study is to determine the shape, and its architectural the
landmarks, features of the city in the era of the prophet and the caliphs.

The study also discusses the constructional facilities of Al-Madinh Al-
Munawarah, constructional development during the ears of the prophet
and the caliph, as well as the effects of old towns on Al-Madinh Al-
Munawarah. It also handles the effect of the planning of Al-Madinh Al-
Munwarah on the early Islamic cities.

The importance of this study originated from a profound belief that this
city has been established according to a planned and organized manner,
which have emerged following the Islamic conquers.

The prophet Mohamed peace and blessings of Allah be upon him
constructed his house and mosgue in the middle of Al Madinh Al-
Munawarah. The houses of his companions from Muhajreen
(immigrants) and Sahaba (followers) were built around the house and
mosque of the prophet Mohamed peace and blessings of Allah be upon
him. His mosgue served various functions as the religions has
encompassed all walks of life religious, political, military, health, social
and economical. Hence the concentration of buildings around the center
of government is an Islamic characteristic, which emerged from the first
instance in Arab cities. The mosgque and the emirate house have been
assembled in one architectural block or group of buildings closely linked
together.

Another reasons for the study is that the period in question was laden
with information in the Arabic sources, but had not found much attention
before by archeological researchers. There is a need for comprehensive
research and thoughtful study in order to collect such information from
various sources, put them together and compare them. The studies of the
Orientals regarding the planning of Al-Madinh Al-Munawarah are most
often hasty and inaccurate. Hence, more attention needs to be paid to
them. And hence, this study in the field of archeological academic field
attempts to participate in clarifying the planning of Al-Madinh Al-
Munawarah during the said period.



The study consists of an introduction, a preface, five chapters,
conclusion and appendices.

The Introduction gives an outline of the subject and its importance. It
also makes clear the objectives of the study, and its time and spatial
domains. It lists the most important previous studies and explains the
objectives the study.

The preface reviews the planning of Y athrib City before the exodus.

The description of Al-Madinh Al-Munawarah in the era of the prophet is
the subject of the first chapter, which discusses the construction of the
prophet’s mosgue, the noble rooms and their relationship with the
prophet mosque, and finally the planning of Muhajreen (immigrants) and
Sahaba (flowers).

The second chapter gives a brief description of growth and
development of Al-Madinh Al-Munawarah in the era of caliphs.

The third chapter is about the constructional and general facilities of Al-
Madinh al-Munawarah.

Chapter four discusses the effect of the planning of old towns on the
layout of Al-Madinh Al-Munawarah and the manifestation of these
effects on the center of the Al-Madinh Al-Munawarah, its planning and
public roads and streets.

Chapter five considers the effects of the planning of Al-Madinh Al-
Munawarah on the early Islamic towns such as Al-Bisrah, Al-Kufah, Al-
Fistat, Al-Qarirawan, and Wasit.

The study ends with a conclusion, which gives the summary of the study
and its outcomes.

The study gives an index of the most important nomenclature of the
subject, and an appendix of maps, drawings and illustrations. The
difficulties that faced the researcher were the collection of scattered and
detached information. The difficulty is attributed to the fact that the
study considers an era that is so far back. Further, there are little



archeological remaining landmarks of Al-Madinh Al-Munawarah from
the prophet and caliphs’ eras.
