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This study is concerned about an ancient monument referred to the
early Islamic Period. It was Dharriyah Site (DS).

Dharriyah (D), the concerned subject, was an old town located in
the southwest part of Al Qassim Region (QR). It was 150 kms west of
Ar Rass City. And was one of the most important historical sites.
Geographical & historical sources mentioned that that area was formerly
an ancient site for many tribes before Islam. During the early Islamic
Period (IP), Dharriyah was a famous Protectorate Centre (PC) & the
largest in the Arabian Peninsula.

That PC was established by the late Caliph Omar Bin Al Khattab,
one of the four early Patriarchal Caliphs of early Islam, peace be upon
him (pbuh).He assigned it as a camel charity & to back or support —
conquerors, so it was known as Dhairiyah Protectorate (DP).It continued
to be one of the most important protectorates at that age, till it was
dissolved during Al Mahdi period in the First Abbasid Dynasty (AD) at
mid 2™ Century AH that is the

(8121 AD)

Dharriyah continued to be a famous major route centre on the Hajj
highway to Basra- a famous city in Irag- during the first 3 centuries AH.
Dharriyah by that time was a famous & well established residential &
commercial centre. Islamic sources mentioned Dharriyah town, its urban
buildings & numerous annexes. The present monument site of Dharriyah
today explains the evidence for the existence of an Islamic town that
witnessed a well established commercial & residential activities.
Evidences of monuments, house ruins, fragments, potteries, porcelains &
engraves were found. Also, Islamic scriptures on facing rocks of hills
around in the area are still more evidences.

The site was studied all over via sources, monument survey,
excavations at selected sites in the region.

Results of the Study:

By the Grace of Allah this study achieved positive results & was
thus capable of answering more research queries & perspective goals of
the study plan.

Here is a brief presentation of the major results in points:

1- The study explained that the name Dharriyah was well
known in the period before Islam. And that the geographical
site of Dharriyah was actually a residence for many Arab
tribes before Islam.

2- The study explained that the Islamic mission reached
Dharriyah tribes at the early period of the Islamic
dispersion. The Holy Prophet Muhammad, peace &
blessings be upon him, assigned one person called Ad
Dhahak Bin Sufyan Al Kilabi as a governor for those who
embraced Islam from that community& he was instructed to
collect charities from them.

3- The study has shown — by sources & references-the
historical perspective for residence in Dharriyah from the
first to the 3™ century AH (7""— 9" AD).

4- The study certified the historical frame for DP & its
geographical boundaries & verified what was mentioned by
sources that DP was one of the most famous & largest
protectorates in the area.

5- The study discovered the names of some governors in
Dharriyah Protectorate (DP), their roles & duties during the
patriarchal period of the Caliphs, the Umayyad & the
Abbasids dynasties.
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The study also explored the names of some laborers &
employees in Dharriyah during the Umayyad & Abbasids
dynasties, their roles, duties & their administrative works.

From the field study, it was discovered that there were
remains of an Islamic town existed in that area & it's history
originates back to the early Islamic period from the end of
the first AH century to the mid 3™ century AH. This is
complementary with the information reported by the

geographical & historical sources earlier mentioned.

The study explored that Dharriyah town started to decline
since mid 3™ century AH. And completely deserted during
the 4" century AH

A variety of fragments, vessels, potteries, porcelains &
inscriptions were collected. These collections helped to
determine the historical site of Dharriyah & reflected the
Islamic civization in Iraq & Iran at the early Islamic period.

The study also presented to the researchers actual
inscriptions, excavations which were the largest collections
in Qassim region till now. These excavations & inscriptions
reflected the high standard of urbanization of Dharriyah
town in particular & central Arabia in general, at the early
Islamic period. The inscriptions study was actually an
important addition to the previous studies in KSA & helped
the development of Arabic calligraphy.

At last, the study explains the great significance of
Dharriyah archeology since it refers to some incidences that
occurred & were related to the Prophet period, the
patriarchal Caliphs, peace be upon them, the Umayyad &
the Abbasids dynasties. This is in respect of its significance
as an Islamic Protectorate & route center on the way to
Basra in Iraq. Also what was found at its site including
historical monuments & findings that refers to the early
Islamic period.
