The book you choose must meet the following conditions:
1. The book should be one that has not been translated before. Check the project folder in rm. 104 bld. 19 for the books that have already been translated.

2. The book's publication date should be between 2005 – 2009.
3. Avoid choosing books related to the following topics: politics, religion, child care, self-help, and any commercial books (e.g., Dr. Phil, Starbucks, etc.).
4. The book should not be a novel or a biography.
5. The total number of words to be translated should be no less than 12500 words. This means translating 50 pages if each page has an average of 250 words. If the average number of words/page is less than 250, that means you will have to translate more than 50 pages, and vice versa. 
Try to choose books that are scientific and beneficial. This makes the experience more fruitful for you as a student (take into consideration the possibility of publishing). Some suggested topics are: language teaching and learning, linguistics, translation, health & medicine, education, psychology, sociology, business, etc.
