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· Field Research -

The purpose of this research is to identify the reality of recruiting Saudi female labor in the private education sector, and its barriers. The research, also, aims at identifying the level of desire new graduates show in working in private sectors.
A methodical system was followed in conducting this research, in which a social survey was done in private schools for girls in Riyadh City. A categorized survey for students who will graduate from Education College in King Saud University was also conducted.
The results showed a decrease in the contribution of Saudi female labor in private schools. Even though new graduate do not prefer working in private education sector, because private sectors don’t have the same advantages as the government education sector, there is a desire from them to work in private schools.
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
